Nakiri Battery on Kuroshima Island
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The construction of several coastal artillery batteries and bases for the
Kamikaze boat attack units started in April 1945, near the end of the
Pacific War, in preparation for the coming decisive battles in mainland
Japan. As a part of it, Nakiri battery and Tashiro battery were built on
Kuroshima Island. Nakiri battery was equipped with an Armstrong-model
15¢m gun and two Type96 (1936) 25mm machine guns. The Navy planned
to attack enemy vessels trying to intrude into this area with these batteries,
the mines laid in the sea around Kuroshima Island and the Kamikaze
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batteries were not used in actual fighting.
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
